These Competitions are unique feature of Law Colleges and attract participants from all over India. This time teams from National Law Schools of Gujrat , Lucknow, Kolkata, School of Excellence, Chennai, Army Institute of Law ,Mohali, Shastra University, Thanjavur, University College of Law, Dharwad, Anand Law College, Gujarat, Nirma Institute of Law, Ahmedabad, Jamia Milia Isalamia University, Delhi, Banaras Hindu University, Varanasi are from  outside Maharastra. ILS, Symbiosis, DES, Modern Law College, New Law College from Pune , GLC, Mumbai,& Colleges from Akola, Amravati, Srirampur, Nanded and Jalgaon  participated in the event.
